You are also able to look up books at
home using the Book Finder.

These books are the correct difficulty
level for your child to be reading in order
to make progress in their reading ability.
Once children have finished a book, they
sit a quiz on it at school. You can see
their progress at home too!

What will my child be learning this term?

Digestion

In Summer 1 for science, the children will be learning about
the digestive system and the different components of this
important process. Your child will be learning about the

different functions of each organ and their processes.

Vikings

For their new history unit, the children will be learning
about the Vikings and their impact on modern day Britain.
From delving into the migration and exploration of Vikings
to their long-standing impact on our local society, pupils
will learn about a time period that greatly influenced
Europe and shaped Britain as we know it.

Judaism

In Religious Education, the pupils will be learning about
