Usha Karu - Judge
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Who is Ursha Karu?
Judge Karu is recognised for her outstanding contribution to the law both as a criminal barrister and as a judge.
Usha Karu is the Judge of Inner London Crown Court where she tries serious crimes. She is the first woman from India to become a Circuit Judge, she also sits at the Old Bailey, one of the highest courts in the UK. In October 2018, she was awarded an Honorary Doctorate by the LSBU School of Law.
Early Life
Born in New Delhi, Usha came to England with her family in the 1970s aged 17, and studied Modern Studies at North London Polytechnic. She then continued studying, with the aim of becoming a barrister in criminal law.

Difficulty in life
It was very difficult to become a lawyer and as well as involving lots of hard work, there were challenges too. 
“I came to Bar in 1984 and it took me several years to get a pupillage. At that time there were very few non-white barristers in London – it was a very different world”.
The early days of her career were very difficult. There were few women, and even fewer from ethnic minorities, working in law. The support and encouragement of her father and her husband were very important for her. In 1988, she became a judge.
Achievements
Usha served as a member of the Criminal Bar Association Diversity Committee, the group you need to work as a Barrister in law.
Family Life
By 1998 she had two sons, aged eight and five (both now  have become barristers in crime. In 2010, she was appointed as a Judicial Member of the First-Tier Mental Health, where she helps the rights of people with mental health. In 2012 she was appointed Circuit and now has her own pupils to train as lawyers.
