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Each morning the wellbeing ambassadors will be there to ask you how you are feeling. They will write your name in the column you indicate and then provide the support where needed at break time and lunchtime.
If a child points to amber the wellbeing ambassadors will check on the children at playtime and after lunch. We will always make the teacher aware.
At our meeting we discussed what to do if a child pointed to a Red. We would ask what is wrong. If they are upset we would inform the teacher. Sometimes Miss Wigglesworth would come to speak with them.
Most important thing is we are asked how we are feeling.
Weekly meetings on a Wednesday this is a joint meeting with the Peer Mediators.
Monthly meeting arranged at school where all wellbeing Ambassadors attend. Talk about what work wells in different year groups.
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
