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Children are encouraged to explain their reasoning out loud during the AFL starter, pupil task and as part of their
plenary or next step.

In Key Stage one, spoken responses are recorded onto post-its in their books before they progress to their own
written explanation

Moving onto written explanation: children are encouraged fo try written explanations on their whiteboard during
class AFL starters and as part of their pupil task in all layers. Adults will guide on accuracy.

Greater depth children are expected to prove their answer or "convince me”, and back up their explanations with
examples, pictorial diagrams or by using concrete materials to show they are correct.
